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WILDLIFE CONSERVATION PLAN FOR SUNNI DAM HEP (382 MW)

1.1 Introduction

Sunni Dam Hydro Electric Project” (382 MW) is a run of the river type project to
hamess the hydro power potential at river Satluj. Being an ROR type of the project
and majority of the construction of components located in a compact block of approx.
500 m x 200 m patch, the project is having inherited ecofriendly advantage and
reduced impact on ecology and surrounding biodiversity. Only a small portion of the
diverted area will be used in construction and no major change in other areas will be
done and hence, the biodiversity and wildlife of the surrounding area and the area
diverted for this project will be least impacted. However, as per the statutory
requirement of Environment Clearance granted to the Sunni Dam HEP and as a part
of EIA-EMP, the conservation plan and wildlife plan has been prepared. The primary
objective of this plan is conservation of Wildlife and Biodiversity in the project
surrounding area and promote sustainable use of natural resources, which involves
scientific management of natural wealth vis-a-vis developmental activities. The threats
to natural terrestrial and aquatic ecosystems generally arise due to by anthropogenic
activities that may arise because of construction and associated activities of proposed
project. A detailed conservation and management plan has been proposed and the
main objectives of said plan are as follows:

* Maintenance of ecological balance through preservation and restoration of
~ wherever it has been disturbed due to project developmental activities

e Conservation and preservation of natural habitats in surrounding area

¢ Rehabilitation of critical species including RET species if any, with provisions for
in-situ or ex-situ conservation of critical/ important plant/ animal species,

« Mitigation and control of project induced biotic and/or abiotic pressuresllnﬂuences
that may affect the natural habitats,

e Habitat enhancement in project catchment area by taklng up afforestation and soil
conservation measures,

» Creating all round awareness regarding conservation and ensuring people's
participation in the conservation efforts and minimizing man animal conflict.

1.2 Brief Description of Sunni Dam HEP and its Importance

Sunni Dam Hydro Electric Project” (382 MW) is a run of the river type project and
envisages construction of a concrete gravity dam of £ 71 m high from river bed level
across Satluj river near Khaira village and an underground powerhouse on the right

bank. The project with a proposed installation of 382 MW would afford design energy
generation of 1381.77 GWh in a 90% de //ndable year.

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The State of Himachal Pradesh has vast hydroelectric power potential in its five major
rivers. The rivers and their tributaries with steep gradient continue to challenge
planners and engineers for optimal exploitation of hydropower potential. The rapid
generation of hydroelectric power as per its potential will improve the economic health
of the state because 12% free power plus 1% LADF on all new installations will
increase the resources of the state to a significant extent. The need for the Sunni Dam
HEP, installed capacity 382 MW, in the Satluj Basin, has therefore been considered in

context of power shortage in the Northern region in general and in the country as
whole.

1.3 Protected Area in surrounding, if any

No Wildlife Sanctuary or National Park declared protected under “The Wildlife
Protection Act, 1972" is located within 10 km from the Project Boundary. This was also
mentioned in TOR Letter No. J-12011/14/2017-IA-| Serial no 3, “No Reserve Forest,
Wildlife Sanctuary etc. is present within 10 km radius of the proposed project”. Only
Majathal Wildlife Sanctuary is about 15.5 Km away from the dam site, therefore, no

wildlife clearance to be obtained from standing committee of National Board for Wildlife
(NBWL).

1.4 Biodiversity of the study area

Schedule- species likely Leopard (Panthera pardus) may be present around the area,
however, no schedule-l mammalian species According to Wildlife Protection Act,
1972, in the study area was observed during the EIA study. Five (05) mammal species
listed in Schedule-I1, four (04) species listed in Schedule-l1l and two (02) species listed
in Schedule IV were found. Mammalian species other than Schedule-I species such
as Common jungle Cat (Felis chaus Felidae), Indian fox (Vulpes begalensis Canidae),
Common Languor (Presbytis entellus Cercopithecidae), Monkey (Macaca mulatta
Cercopithecidae) etc. are found in the surrounding area.

Further, one avifaunal species (Peafowl-Pavo Cristatusis) reported under Schedule-}
of WPA, 1972 and one (01) Herpetofauna species viz., Monitor Lizard (Varanus
bengalensis) listed under Schedule-l of WPA, 1972, were found and observed.
Avifaunal species other than Schedule-l species such as Common mynea
(Acridotheres ftritis), Oriental turtle Dove (Streptopelia orientalis), Common Cuckoo
(Cuculus canorus), Common crow (Corvus splendens), Rock Pigeon (Columba livia),
Spotted dove (Streptopelia chinensis), Chukar Partridge (Alectoris chukaiz) are found
in the sorrounding area.

Herpeto-Fauna species other than Schedule-l species such as Common Lizard
(Agama tuberculate), Common house gecko (Hemidactylus Brooki), Indian cobra
(Naja Naja) etc are also found in the surrounding area.

1.5 Conservation Activities and Development Works to be undertaken

Various plans and activites have been suggested for the conservation and
preservation of flora & fauna as well as habitats and ecosystem of the region shall be
done in the following approaches:

.  Wildiife conservation & management plan
Il.  Fire Protection Measures
Ill.  Monitoring Commiittee for periodical review

1.5.1 Wildlife conservation & management plan

During the present survey a total of Two (02) Schedule-l Species including one (01)
Hempetofauna species i.e., Common Indian monitor (Varanus Cengalensis) and one
(01) avifaunal species i.e., Peafowl- (Pavo Cristatusis) is reported/observed in the
Dam Site and its environs (10 km radius). For conservation of these species, the direct
and indirect approach is required to provide effective conservation. This may be
achieved by conducting awareness programmes (community and institutional level)
for conservation of peacocks and Common Indian monitor in the area and also through
organizing competitions/trainings/workshops etc by the Wildlife agencies. Field
studies for verification of presence of important flora & fauna. Some provision of
rewards to informers for the control of poaching and illegal trade in wildlife, Provision
of veterinary care and cages for injured or sick deformed birds and strategies to
minimize negative impacts of changing environment in nearby area may also be done
in order to maintain healthy environment for these species.

1.5.2 Special Staff or the Protection and Anti-poaching

Staffs will be Trained/deployed by the forest department for patrolling and protection
of the fauna and flora under their jurisdiction. Each of the trained staff will be equipped

with relevant equipment and safety aids. Financial burden for the same' has been
included in financial projection of this Plan.

1.5.3 Training and Awareness Programme

This is the most important aspect of wildlife conservation. People will be educated
regarding the importance of wildlife conservation through mass publicity by installing
sign boards, conducting audio visual classes and distributing literature in respective

villages in the Study area. Experts in the field of wildlife conservation will also be invited
to deliver talks through slides.

1.5.4 Staff Development and Capacity Building

Under this sub-head specialized training in the field of management planning, park
interpretation through conducting workshops / seminars / study tours for appraisal of
good practices followed in other reserves. Apart from this training in the use of GIS

systems and anti-poaching operations shall also be ?ﬂd

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1.5.5 Upgradation and Modernization of Facilities

The treatment, rehabilitation & protection of animals and wildlife requires continuous
efforts in improvement in facilities of Rehabilitation centres, Sterilization centres &
Treatment centres. The upgradation of these facilities helps in fostering animal
conservation.

1.5.6 Reducing Man Animal Conflicts

The villages near forest have small chunk of agricuitural land and people are mainly
depending upon rain fed crops. Wild animals often damage their crops which is the
main man-animal conflict around the area. Training and workshops shall be conducted
for Forest Staff and Communities to develop their knowledge and reduce the chances
of Man Animal Conflict. Besides this, crop protection structures can be erected at
prominent places and cagesftraps to catch problematic animals can be deployed.
Budget for the same has been kept under training and equipment purchase outlay of
this plan.

1.5.7 Protection and Development of Habitats

The activities which may damage the habitat will be kept on watch. Conservation and
Mitigation measures as per requirements shall be taken to protect Natural Habitat of
Flora and Fauna. ‘

1.5.8 Procurement of Equipment

Various wildlife research and monitoring equipment such as equipment Nets,
tranquilizers, cage & Vehicles will be procured for proper rescue and translocation of
wildlife during emergency situation

1.8 Good Practices during project Construction

species from the wastes generated during construction activities must be
ensured through the immediate wastes collection and storage of waste on
designated location;

o Construction vehicles should use the designated Right of Way (RoW) only at
all times to minimize soil compaction and impacts on vegetation;

e Use dust screens in the construction site during all construction activities.

e The Project authority will be bound by the rules and regulations of the Wildlife
Protection Acts ar any such agency of the State, which may exist or will be
promulgated from time to time for the preservation of habitats and protection of
biodiversity.
